<Organization & Duty>

In Japanese, the word “Ryugakusei” means
international student. The Ryugakusei Hotline is
a not-for-profit organization that supports
Japanese speaking students in the US by
providing information and referral services by
telephone. The service is provided by volunteer
staff who also manage the organization.

<Background>

Many international students are enjoying the
benefits of a US education with hopes of not
only to enrich themselves but to contribute to a
global society. However, many of them are
struggling with the language barrier and cultural
gaps. In reality, the lack of safety information
and legal resources, including crime and
immigration law, often raise their anxiety level
and jeopardize their future. Since 1991,
Ryugakusei Hotline has handled over 15,000
phone requests for assistance regarding
problems such as mental and physical health,
visa fssues, traffic accidents, crimes, housing
concerns, and more.

<Significance>

Free and confidential service is offered in
Japanese by a trained volunteer staff. In
addition to the hotline service, Ryugakusei
Hotline holds seminars on various topics that
enable students to become more resourceful.

<Fund & Support>

The Ryugakusei Hotline cannot continue without
support from the community. The primary
source of funding is donations from various
organizations and individuals. Professional
support such as training and supervision are
offered by the Little Tokyo Service Center -
Community Development Cooperation, a non-
profit agency that provides comprehensive
social services for the local community. The
Consulate General of Japan in Los Angeles, co-

sponsor the seminars, held by the Ryugakusei
Hotline.
